Your;new]legal/duties’explained

There has been lots of talk in the news and on TV adverts
about the recent changes in pensions regulations.
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Remember - if you employ your own PA,
you will be affected by the new rules.

Changes in the law mean that you must
provide and pay into a pension scheme for
anyone you employ who:

e is 22 and over, and
e they earn an average of
more than £192 per week

This is called Automatic Enrolment.

However, you must take action even if you
think your PAs will not qualify.

The Pensions Regulator will be writing to
tell you when you need to start a pension
scheme for your PAs. This is called your
‘staging date’.

What you need to do now
